2.Performing Arts Textbooks
i. It is necessary to use textbooks while teaching.
ii.Teachers unfamiliarity toward the content of teaching materials does influence the
frequency of their using textbooks.
3.Instruction and A ssessment
i.The issue of insufficient teaching hours has impact on the implements of multiple
assessments.
ii.The multiple assessments of performing arts courses mainly use methods of
assessing group work.



4.The equipment and supplies of performing arts instruction
i.It is necessary to have performing arts classrooms in schools.
ii.The most insufficient equipment of performing arts instruction is generally the
mIrrors.
