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The major purpose of this research is to focus on the
meaning and subject experience of deviant leisure
participants through four social deviant types of
leisure types categorized by Rojek, and further
disclose the conflict between the idea of deviance
and social norm from the public perception, as well
as the disagreement of the blurring boundary between
mainstream and non-mainstream culture. Method-wise,
totally 40 interviewees from 4 different types of
leisure deviance will be recruited for data
collection purpose, plus the field observation of 2
specific deviant leisure groups. Through the use of
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this multi-method design, hopefully this study is
able to reveal the continuous hidden marginality and
1ts moral debate in the basic concept of leisure, and
to connect the deficiency between the discourse of
leisure theory and deviant behavior.
