Recognizing the apparent appeal that the image of a teacher as a reflective |
practitioner has for teacher educators and -noting the lack of clarity and
consistency which accompanies its discussion;‘ﬂlis paper undertake to develop
a description of what a reflective teacher would ﬁook like’.

This paper firstly clarifies the nature, purposes of reflective thinking and
reflective teaching. Secondly, presents critical attitudes, competences and
behaviors of reflective thinking to portray  reflective teachers’ that can use to
identify or distinguish reflective practitioners from others.
